A narrative conclusion ties the story together and reflects on its
significance.

Why is reflection important?
Reflection helps to provide deeper insights and personal growth.

What are common

misconceptions? Misconception 1: A conclusion is just a summary. Misconception 2: A
conclusion should introduce new elements.

How to write a reflective

conclusion? To write a reflective conclusion, consider the significance of the events
and how they have impacted the characters or the writer.

Summary

A reflective narrative conclusion ties the story together by summarizing events and reflecting on their
significance, avoiding new elements.
